This will also be checked each Friday and will contribute towards their Book Quest certificates. 
Maths homework is given on a Friday and needs to be handed in the following Thursday. Children will take part in the 99 Club each week where they are using their times tables knowledge. Any additional work you choose to do at home on this would be appreciated. 
From time to time, whole school homework will also be given to link in with whole school topics as well as local/national/ global events. A description of the homework given will usually be put on the class page of the website with spare resources on the notice board in the classroom.

We will be studying the poem ‘The Tyger’ by William Blake and will be using this as a basis to write our own poetry as well as recount and persuasive texts. SMSC

	Maths
We will be looking at statistics including drawing and interpreting line graphs and pie charts (year 6) as well as reading tables and timetables. We will also begin to look at fractions.

Our topic is Christianity with a focus on rites of passage. We will explore the themes of believing, belonging, committing and dying. We will research the role of the church as a place where life events are celebrated. We will debate the question of ‘Is there life after death?’. We will also look at how Christian beliefs are expressed in stories and pictures.

Our unit is called ‘Marvellous Maps’. We will be exploring a variety of maps to understand and compare their key features whilst discussing their advantages and disadvantages. We will learn the 8 compass points and give directions using grid references. SMSC MB

Dance: We will be performing dances using a range of movement patterns, while evaluating and recognising our own successes.
Gymnastics: We will be focussing on balancing and counter balancing, using a partner to counter balance showing tension and incorporating the use of mats and apparatus on different levels. We will link movement together fluently to create a sequence.

 Our topic will focus on forces including gravity and the work of Isaac Newton. We will look at the effects of air resistance, water resistance and friction and also explore the effects of some mechanisms.

Our unit is called ‘That’s Tasty’ and we will be learning vocabulary related to food and drink. We will also learn how to say our preferences and explore a chart written in French to identify shop opening and closing times.

We will be performing to rock ‘n’ roll style songs with enthusiasm; listening to songs and breaking them down to learn the melodies. We will explore the dances that matched the style of movement.  SMSC

We will finish our project to design and sew a pouch to hold a personal object; learning appropriate stitches and properties of materials to make our project successful.

	Computing

We will be looking to understand the world wide web and the internet and explain what they are. We will look at how data is carried across the WWW.
