We will be focusing on comprehension skills including answering literal and inferential questions. We will also look at how to tackle unfamiliar words and concepts and identify synonyms and antonyms. Additionally we will be looking at punctuation and grammar including word classes, clauses and using a wide range of punctuation in our own writing.

We will be looking at converting units both within and between metric and imperial as well as converting between units of time. Then we will be using coordinates, drawing reflections and translations, followed by using protractors and calculating lengths and angles in shapes.
