Y1 & 2 Children will be: 

 Sorting objects into different categories. 

 Ordering and comparing numbers.  

 Learning place value between 1- 20 

extending to 1-100, including finding one 

more and one less as well as counting 

forwards and backwards.  

 Learning to read and write numbers in 

numerals and words.  

 Representing and using number bonds.  

 Addition and subtraction.
